Members Tutorial


There are several features of the website that are designed to help members network and find gigs. To utilize these features the first thing you need to do is register on our website. 

How to Register

Go to Login, on the home page. On the login page, follow the instructions for first-time login. After you have registered, you will have access upon login to a special section called “Members Only Interface” that contains all the features available to members of Local 257.

Member Features

The new website has a public directory composed of Member Profiles. You can build your “Facebook” style profile by clicking on Profile from the members only interface.
Click here to see a sample of the profiles, where you can show YouTube clips, add audio clips, resume, photo, and a detailed list of what you do.

The member only section also contains a feature called Booking/Referral. This section is designed for members to showcase bands in which they are members, as well as solo performance work. This feature is similar to the member profiles, but is designed to promote bands and other member performance work. On the public side of the website, go to Live Music, and then click Find An Artist Or Band to see how these listings appear. 

Members can also list all their live gigs by clicking on the “My Gigs” section of the members only interface. Gigs listed here appear on the public side of the website. See how your gigs will appear by going to Live Music, then by clicking on Gig Calendar.

Members can also pay their annual dues online by clicking on “Payment” in the members only interface section. In the future we hope to add the ability to pay work dues online as well.

Our website contains a message board, most of which is accessible to the public. We have two forums for buying and selling instruments and gear, as well as a general forum, and a members only forum. We have not used this member only forum yet, but in the future we may. Instructions for accessing the members only forum of the website are also contained in the members only interface section.

Our website also has a Wordpress blog where members can contribute pieces. Instructions for submissions are also on the members only interface.
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
